III. Introduction and group updates

Robert B, DCM. The Winter edition of Box 459 had general information on the 2015 International Convention in Atlanta, July 205, 2015.  A copy of the Frequently Asked Questions from Box 459 was made available to those present. 

June T, GSR Early Birds.  General announcement: The Tagalog Big Book group is temporarily suspended for lack of attendees and Angeles City Anti-Drug Abuse Council clients.  This group may resume at a later time once there are more ACADAC clients or other interest in having a Tagalog Big Book study group.

Porter T, GSR Serenity In The Kubo.  New comers are attending the meetings. They are doing Hospital and Institution meetings and are open to suggestions from others as to how to be effective in carrying the message inside correctional facilities.  The group has an inventory of AA medallions/coins.  When members travel to America they re-stock their Inventory.   Subic area groups hold a monthly potluck gathering following the regular Serenity In The Kubo meeting on the last Saturday of the Month.

Bruce H, GSR Blue Boar.  Bruce will be leaving Angeles soon and the alternate GSR, Patrick M, will be representing the Blue Boar groups while he is away.

Brian, GSR 12x12. Brian reports the group is not registered with GSO New York.  He will work on getting the group registered.  Brian spoke to the advantages of an Accessibilities Committee to carry the message to the blind, deaf, bedridden and learning disordered alcoholic.  An Accessibilities book produced out of Melbourne, Florida, USA was passed around for members to see.

Pat C, GSR Friendship Group. Meeting In A Pocket books are available.  A new printing will not occur until the current supply of books is distributed.  Perhaps in the next printing the meeting schedule, meeting addresses and contact names can be included.  Friendship Group maintains an inventory of AA books and literature and makes these available for sale to other groups and individuals.  They also have 2 subscriptions to the AA Grape Vine.  

Bobby O.  He is open to starting evening and night meetings in Angeles City and would eventually like to open an AA Club House.  

IV.  Porter and Bruce attended the National Convention in Cebu in February 2014.  Porter distributed copies of the booklet Meeting In A Pocket.  Bruce said the Manila groups presented an update on the organization activities in Luzon. They reported Luzon has organized an Area presently consisting of the Manila and Central Luzon Districts.  

V.  Discussion on how the district can support groups in carrying the message.  Ideas suggested maintaining a district list or records of groups and their official registration documents. There was discussion about registering with New York or Oceania AA (Asia Oceania Service Meeting).  Bobby O based on his discussion with staff in GSO New York English speaking groups should register with New York and non-English speaking meetings would register with Oceania.  One benefit of organizing a Philippine GSO would be to group registration and activities in the Philippines so as we move to a formal service organization in the Philippines, it was felt it would be beneficial to have registrations updated and on file at the district level. Robert B, DCM, will provide GSRs with the registration forms or seek to get copies of current registration documents and set up district records of group registrations.   Other ideas included helping groups connect with one another to access literature and AA medallions.

VII. Other.  A 7th Tradition collection was taken.  P270 was collected. P150 was given to Blue Boar Inn staff as “meeting rent”.  P150 was retained as CLD 7th tradition fund.
